‘Fiddle Sticks’

‘Fiddle Sticks’ can be used to work on a variety of skills such as:

e Sight Words

e Letters/Sounds
e Math Facts

e (ategorization
e Parts of Speech
e State Capitals

To make this activity, you will need:
e Plastic cup
e Large craft sticks (about 40)
e Black and red Sharpie fine point permanent marker

To assemble this activity:

e With the red marker, color the tip of one craft stick red
e With the black marker, write a word (or target skills) at the end of each craft stick

To play this game:

Place all sticks in the cup with words and red tip toward the bottom of the cup. Players take
turns choosing a stick and reading the word. If the player reads the word correctly, he/she can
keep the stick. If the word is read incorrectly, the stick must be placed back in the cup. Play
continues until one player chooses the stick with the red tip. The player must then put all their
sticks in the cup. Play then continues. The player at the end of a specified time limit (10
minutes) with the most sticks wins the game.
